o Choose raters who can assess your academic background and likely
success in a rigorous program. If you are a recent graduate, you should
include one or more faculty members who can attest to your work as a
student. Other appropriate raters include work supervisors. Family
members and personal friends are not appropriate raters. The application
system will prompt your raters to submit their forms directly. At least two
of your rating forms must be submitted before your application will
be considered complete. It is to your advantage to make sure that all
three rating forms are submitted on time.
